All guests must be registered and paid in full ($205 for children under 18, $245 for adults, for 7 weeks) for the Learn to Speed Skate Program. Please note that the programme also includes a meet hosted by the Toronto club on Saturday November 17.  A $200 refundable damage deposit is required for your skates. The damage deposit can be paid by post-dated cheque. When you return the skates undamaged, we return the cheque. 
 AUTONUM  
A helmet, neck guard, shin pads and cut resistant gloves must be worn at all times when skating (knee pads are suggested equipment).  You may be removed from the ice if you do not follow the equipment requirements.

Only full year and registered members are covered with liability insurance under the OSSA/SSC affiliation.
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
